$3.2 Million Scholarship Gift

The Future Leadership Scholarship program was established with a $3.2 million gift

Dear Alumni & Friends of Hill-Murray,

Community has never been more important than it is today.

Last spring, | lamented the impact that years of harsh winters had on the iconic wall
outside Hill-Murray and | discussed its imminent collapse with a former staff member.
Within days, he raised enough money, organized volunteers and rebuilt the wall for future
generations to enjoy. As you can see, the wall is once again a visible legacy demonstrating
the strength of our community.

I am happy to report that, for the sixth straight year, our student population continues to
grow. Over that period, our enrollment has grown from 716 to 879 students - a growth trend
not seen in many Catholic schools in Minnesota. We have a waiting list for several of our
grades and are nearing capacity. Our commitment to innovation, maintaining academic
rigor and the value of our charisms continues to drive our growth.

Due to an extraordinary gift, the Future Leader Scholarship will provide $10,000 to 80
students per year (20 per class). This scholarship is a partnership between donors, the
school and the student’s family - each covering 33% of tuition. The scholarship will be
matched by new annual donations to the school. | invite anyone interested in this program
to stop by my office to learn how you can participate.

I'm also excited to share that, while the demographics have changed on the East Side, so
have the demographics within our building. In the past 5 years, the diversity of the student
body has grown from 12% to over 25%. Programs such as the Future Leader Scholarship,
Flaherty Family Foundation, Johnson Scholars and the 100-plus scholarships offered at
Hill-Murray have helped us achieve this growth.

Growing up in Roseville, Joey and Mikey
Anderson always knew they'd play

hockey. They came from a hockey family -
grandfather, Tom, played for the University
of Minnesota Duluth, dad, Gerry, played
for Duluth Denfeld and St. Scholastica and
sister, Sami, played for the Saints.

The Anderson brothers played junior
hockey together, skated together

at Hill-Murray, and later played together
at the University of Minnesota Duluth.

In 2017, Joey won the gold medal with the
U.S. National Junior Team. In 2018, he was
captain of Team USA when he and Mikey
brought home the bronze medal.

Both brothers remember their time at
Hill-Murray fondly. During the 2013-14
season, when Joey was a freshman and
Mikey an eighth grader, they helped take
the Varsity team to a 24-4-0 record and

2nd place in their section. That year, the
team was also named Classic Suburban
Co-Champions.

“We went to Hill-Murray for the Catholic
private school education and athletics

was a bonus to going to a great school,”
Mikey said. “We loved the small community
feel = how you could walk down the
hallway and know all of the teachers and
kids. We really felt like we belonged.” Joey
adds, “Our time at Hill-Murray was
incredible. We definitely had dreams of
playing there together when we were
younger, and it was everything we dreamed
of and more. It was a first-classexperience
and really felt like home for us.”

Joey is currently playing forward for the
Binghamton Devils, the top minor league
affiliate of the NHL's New Jersey Devils. Last
season, he split his time between

Binghamton and Newark, making his NHL
debut on October 27, 2018 against the
Florida Panthers.

Mikey signed a deal with the LA Kings

as a defenseman in 2019 and started
playing with their affiliate team, the Ontario
Reign.

Hill-Murray senior football player, Zach
Zarembinski collapsed along the sidelines
during a playoff game against Johnson
High School in October 2018. Zach came
off the field, told coaches he wasn't
feeling well and fell to the ground.

He was rushed to the hospital where he
was diagnosed with a brain hemorrhage
and surgeons quickly removed a portion
of his skull to relieve the swelling. Zach

was then placed in a medically induced

coma so he could recover.

Our community mobilized and took
action - starting with Mass. Wearing green
to show our support for Zach, students,
faculty, staff, parents and alumni filled the
fieldhouse and prayed.

Students and members of our community
organized bake sales, sold ZZStrong72
bracelets, started a GoFundMe account,
sent posters and cards to the family,
contacted resources that the family might
need, offered to maintain the family’'s
home and more.

“| saw the resilience - the application

of faith and caring from our community
and others,” said Hill-Murray President,
Jim Hansen. “Six Catholic High Schools in
the Twin Cities joined us - they prayed,
dressed in green, celebrated Mass, sent
cards, flowers and donations to support
Zach and H-M”

Zach was released from the hospital after
three weeks in intensive care. He started
rehab and eventually returned to school.

Today, Zach is doing great. He is finished
with all his daily doctor visits, except for
the occasional follow-up appointments.
He is preparing to attend St. Paul
Technical College next semester where
he hopes to become an electrician.

“Our prayers were answered with his
recovery,” said Hill-Murray Head Football
Coach, Pete Bercich. “This happened just
over a year ago and look at him now

- he’s moving on with his life and his
education... It's a miracle”
